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Vehicle crashes through West Va

Woman in her 60s accelerated into crowd at outdoor wedding, say investigators. She is co-operating with police.

Emergency responders in West Vancouver, B.C., say two people were killed and 10 others were injured after a vehicle drove through
the yard of a residence where a wedding party was taking place Saturday.

West Vancouver police spokesperson Const. Nicole Braithwaite said that just after 6 p.m. PT a woman in her late 60s driving a
vehicle on a shared driveway "accelerated forward and crashed into multiple individuals who were attending a wedding."

She did not say how many people were attending the wedding at the time of the crash, but that two people died from the collision.
B.C. Emergency Health Services said 11 ambulances and a helicopter rushed to the property at Keith Road and Keith Place.
Paramedics transported 10 people to hospital. The service said five people were in stable condition, three were in serious condition
and two were in critical condition.

Braithwaite said the woman driving the vehicle is co-operating with police. No charges have been recommended so far, with police
saying it's too early to determine if the driver will be charged.

The RCMP's collision reconstruction team is working to investigate the incident, Braithwaite said Sunday

'Tragic incident’

"What | can tell you is that | just think it was a tragic incident that happened, and our hearts and thoughts go out to obviously
everybody that witnessed it at the wedding and all of the injured parties,” she said.

Cpl. Dave Noon with the RCMP's Lower Mainland Integrated Collision Analysis and Reconstruction Service said on social media that
the service had been sent to the 400 block of Keith Road "for a serious vehicle incident."

He wrote that the road was closed in both directions.

Prime Minister Trudeau will meet with Chancellor Scholz in Montréal to advance our shared priorities, including
our unwavering support for Ukraine, protecting peace and security in Europe and around the world, and
addressing the broader global impacts of Russias illegal and unjustifiable invasion. The leaders will also
continue collaboration on ways the two countries can work together to safequard energy security, and
accelerate the global transition to clean energy, including through secure access to key resources like clean
hydrogen and critical minerals. They will discuss taking strong climate action through policies like pollution
pricing, and advancing the Canada-Germany trade relationship to benefit everyone and grow the middle class
in both countries, including through the Canada-European Union Comprehensive Economic and Trade
Agreement (CETA), bolstering science and innovation relations, and attracting investments, including in
sectors like automotive and electric vehicle manufacturing, hydrogen and clean energy, and bio manufacturing
and life sciences.

Prime Minister Trudeau will then travel to Toronto, where on August 23, the eve of the Ukrainian
Independence Day, he will participate in the virtual Summit for Heads of State and Government of the
International Crimea Platform. Canada is an active supporter and participant of the International Crimea
Platform, an initiative launched by Ukraine to enhance international advocacy and responses to Russias illegal
annexation of Crimea. The Platform has much deeper implications this year in the face of Russias illegal and
unjustifiable invasion of Ukraine.

While in Toronto, Prime Minister Trudeau will also speak at the Canada-Germany Business Forum to promote
greater cooperation between the two countries in response to current global challenges, particularly energy
security and climate change.

The two leaders will then travel to Stephenville, Newfoundland, to visit a hydrogen trade show where they will
have the opportunity to speak to experts and view a variety of clean hydrogen projects, technologies, and
services. Canada and Germany have a long history of collaborating to advance the development of a clean
economy and this visit will be an opportunity to formally deepen this collaboration.

The Prime Minister, Justin Trudeau, welcomed the Chancellor of Germany, Olaf Scholz, to Canada from August 21 to 23 to further strengthen our
close partnership. With stops in Montréal, Quebec, Toronto, Ontario, and Stephenville, Newfoundland and Labrador, the two leaders worked together
to make progress on shared priorities, including support for Ukraine, addressing the broader global impacts of Russias illegal invasion such as food
security, strengthening bilateral cooperation on energy and leadership on climate action, promoting trade and investment that benefits everyone,
and advancing the transition to the clean economy.

On August 22, in Montréal, the Prime Minister and the Chancellor met with Canadian and German business representatives to encourage investment
and partnership opportunities, including in the critical minerals and automotive sectors. They visited Mila, one of the three National Artificial
Intelligence Institutes funded by the Pan-Canadian Artificial Intelligence Strategy and reaffirmed Canada and Germanys shared commitment to the
responsible development of artificial intelligence, including the possibility of working through the International Centre of Expertise in Montréal on
Artificial Intelligence (CEIMIA) to leverage their expertise to support ongoing Global Partnership on Artificial Intelligence (GPAI) projects.

The two leaders then headed to Toronto where, on August 23, they addressed Canadian and German business leaders at the Canada-Germany
Business Forum, to promote greater cooperation between their two countries in response to current global challenges exacerbated by Russias
unjustifiable invasion of Ukraine, particularly energy and food security.

Both countries are committed to promoting electric vehicle uptake and advancing the transition to the clean economy. In Toronto, Canada signed
two new Memoranda of Understanding (MOUs) with German automotive manufacturers Volkswagen AG and Mercedes-Benz AG to advance
collaboration in Canada across the automotive, battery, and critical minerals sectors. Discussions with businesses and various stakeholders also
took place with the goal to secure other key agreements to strengthen trade, science, and innovation and to create good jobs on both sides of the
Atlantic.

To further promote innovation, the Prime Minister and the Chancellor launched a call for proposals for innovative small and medium-sized
enterprises (SMEs) to support collaborative research and development projects, including in the areas of clean transportation, electric batteries, and
quantum technologies. The call for proposals will be led by the National Research Council of Canada in collaboration with Germanys Central
Innovation Programme for SMEs.

The two leaders also welcomed the announcement that Canada has accepted Germanys invitation to become a partner host country at Hannover
Messe, one of the worlds largest industrial development and technology trade fairs, in 2025. This will be an opportunity for Canada to showcase its
leadership in industrial and technology innovation and deepen collaboration with German and international partners.

During the Chancellors three-day visit, the two leaders reiterated Canada and Germanys unwavering support for Ukraines sovereignty, territorial
integrity, and independence in the face of Russias illegal and unjustifiable aggression. While in Toronto, they jointly took part in the virtual Summit
for Heads of State and Government of the International Crimea Platform, a Ukraine-led initiative aimed at enhancing international advocacy and
responses to Russias illegal annexation of Crimea, which has deeper implications this year due to Russias unprovoked invasion of Ukraine.

In support of the Ukrainian government and people, Prime Minister Trudeau announced:

-The allocation of $3.85 million to two projects to provide increased support to Ukraines security sector institutions. This includes targeted support
for the National Police of Ukraine and State Emergency Services as well as Ukraines Ministry of Internal Affairs and Ministry of Defence.

- New sanctions against 62 individuals and a defence sector entity complicit in Putins war of choice in Ukraine.

- The creation of a dedicated team to better monitor and detect Russian state-sponsored disinformation and enable deeper international
collaboration with partners like Germany, including through the G7 Rapid Response Mechanism (RRM).

Canada also welcomed Germany leading, under the G7 RRM, a working group focused on the threat of subnational foreign interference at the
community, municipal, and regional levels.

As the world continues to grapple with the far-reaching impacts of Russias invasion of Ukraine, Prime Minister Trudeau provided details on Canadas
$52 million contribution to the United Nations'Food and Agriculture Organization (FAQ) Grain Storage Support Strategy, which was first announced at
the G7 Summit in Germany last June. This funding will help address ongoing grain storage shortages and strengthen food security by expanding
storage capacity. It will help protect the livelihoods of thousands of farmers and indirect beneficiaries, including employment for internally displaced
persons. As Russia continues to weaponize energy, Canada is also working with its European and global partners, including Germany, to strengthen
energy security and accelerate the clean energy transition. To encourage further progress in this area, the Chancellor concluded his visit to Canada
on August 23 in Stephenville, where the countries signed a joint declaration of intent to establish a Canada-Germany Hydrogen Alliance. The
proposed Alliance would help establish a transatlantic Canada-Germany supply corridor, with the target of beginning export by 2025. Prime Minister
Trudeau reiterated Canadas commitment to support Germanys energy needs and looked forward to continuing to work hand-in-hand with Germany
to take ambitious climate action. In Stephenville, Prime Minister Trudeau and Chancellor Scholz also met with Premier Andrew Furey of
Newfoundland and Labrador, Premier Blaine Higgs of New Brunswick, Premier Tim Houston of Nova Scotia, and Premier Dennis King of Prince
Edward Island. Together, they discussed energy exports and the development of renewable energy in Atlantic Canada, and the regions transition

toward net-zero. The Premiers also signed a statement in support of the proposed Canada-Germany Hydrogen Alliance. PMO .

Children Aged Five and Over Eligible for First Booster Shot
Updated Public Health Guidance to Keep Ontarians Safe and
Healthy This Fall

August 31, 2022

TORONTO — The Ontario government is expanding eligibility for COVID-19 first booster doses to children aged five
to 11 to provide an extra layer of protection to those who need it ahead of the new school year.

As of 8:00 a.m. on Thursday, September 1, parents and caregivers of children aged five to 11 will be able to book an
appointment for a paediatric COVID-19 booster dose through the COVID-19 vaccination portal or by calling the
Provincial Vaccine Contact Centre at 1-833-943-3900. Eligible individuals can also book an appointment directly
through public health units that use their own booking systems, Indigenous-led vaccination clinics, participating
health care providers and participating pharmacies.

Eligible children can receive their first booster dose at a recommended interval of at least six months following their
most recent dose. Parents with questions are encouraged to reach out to their health care provider, the Provincial
Vaccine Contact Centre or the SickKids COVID-19 Vaccine Consult Service to make an informed choice for their
family.

“Staying up to date on COVID-19 vaccinations and boosters is still the best tool to keep people healthy and out of
hospitals, and to ensure Ontarios economy stays open,” said Sylvia Jones, Deputy Premier and Minister of Health.
“Expanding access to boosters for ages five to 11 will give parents more opportunities to protect themselves, their
families and their communities this fall as kids go back to school and as people are spending more time indoors.”

In anticipation of the approval of a bivalent COVID-19 vaccine, which may offer more targeted protection against the
Omicron variants, the province is working with public health units and sector partners to make sure doses are ready
to be administered once supply is received from the federal government. Details on timing and eligibility for the
bivalent COVID-19 vaccine will be communicated once Health Canada provides additional information and guidance.
In addition to the many tools already in place to keep Ontarians safe, on the recommendation of the Chief Medical
Officer of Health, Ontario is updating public health guidance to manage COVID-19 during the respiratory illness
season this fall. Some key highlights include:

- If you are in contact with someone who has tested positive for COVID-19, continue to self- monitor for symptoms.
There is no longer a need to isolate but you should wear a mask for 10 days when in public.

- If you are experiencing symptoms of COVID-19 such as fever, cough, or runny nose, stay home from school, work
and social events until your fever is gone and symptoms are improving, get a rapid antigen test or, if eligible, a PCR
test. Wear a mask for 10 days after and avoid non-essential visits to high-risk individuals and settings.

“While we are updating our public health guidance, preventing COVID-19 and other infections is vital to keeping our
families, schools and communities safe and healthy,” said Dr. Kieran Moore, Chief Medical Officer of Health. “I
strongly encourage all Ontarians to take advantage of vaccine and booster doses that are recommended and
available to them, which now includes the availability of a booster dose for children aged five to 11. Ontarians are
also encouraged to protect one another by respecting public health guidance, including staying home and taking
precautions if you are sick.”

With Omicron-specific vaccines on the horizon, expanded booster eligibility, continued access to testing and
antivirals, and updated public health guidance, Ontarians have the tools they need to make the best decisions for
themselves on how to stay safe, healthy and out of hospitals as the province continues its efforts to support the
recovery and rebuilding of the health system.

Applications are being accepted as of today for both the Affordable Housing Innovation Fund and
its new rent-to-own stream. As part of their application, candidates will be required to
demonstrate their commitment to innovation, affordability, and financial sustainability.
More information on the extended Rapid Housing Initiative will be available soon, followed by the
opening of the application and proposal process.
These initiatives build on the significant progress the Government of Canada has already made to
increase housing supply and build more affordable housing for people from coast to coast to
coast. To date, the government has helped more than 1.2 million Canadians find a place to call
home, including through the Rapid Housing Initiative. These investments are also growing our
economy and creating good middle-class jobs in the housing and construction sectors.

The Prime Minister, Justin Trudeau, today announced that the Secretary General of the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization (NATO), Jens Stoltenberg, will travel to Canada from August 24 to 26, 2022. He will visit Edmonton,
Alberta, Cambridge Bay, Nunavut, and Cold Lake, Alberta.

During the visit, the Prime Minister and the Secretary General will advance shared priorities and discuss global
challenges including threats to Euro-Atlantic security - particularly Russias illegal and unjustifiable invasion of
Ukraine - as well as climate change and its impacts on defence and security, especially in the Arctic.

On August 25, while in Cambridge Bay, the Prime Minister and the Secretary General will visit one of the sites of
the North Warning System - a significant part of the North American Aerospace Defence Command (NORAD) -
and the Canadian High Arctic Research Station. They will also meet with local community and Inuit leaders, as
well as Canadian Armed Forces personnel deployed to Cambridge Bay as part of Operation NANOOK-
NUNAKPUT.

On August 26, the Prime Minister and the Secretary General will travel to 4 Wing Cold Lake, one of Canadas
fighter bases, to discuss Canadas contributions to NATO as well as Canadas partnership in NORAD and Canadas
recently announced plan to modernize continental defence, including $38.6 billion over the next twenty years,
thereby bolstering NATOs western and northern flank. They will also meet with Canadian Armed Forces
personnel. Prime Minister Trudeau and Secretary General Stoltenberg will hold a bilateral meeting to advance
shared priorities, including ambitious climate action, Canadas ongoing commitment to NATO, the Defence
Innovation Accelerator for the North Atlantic, which will harness the best of new technology for transatlantic
security, and the NATO Climate Change and Security Centre of Excellence, which is being established in
Montreal.

Justice OBonsawin holds a B.A., an LL.B., and an LL.M., and
completed her Ph.D. in Law earlier this year. A fluently bilingual Franco-Ontarian, she is an Abenaki
member of the Odanak First Nation.

Following todays announcement, the House of Commons Standing Committee on Justice and Human
Rights members will participate in a special committee hearing on August 24, 2022. During this hearing,
they will hear from the Minister of Justice and Attorney General of Canada, the Honourable David Lametti,
and the Chairperson of the Independent Advisory Board for Supreme Court of Canada Judicial
Appointments, the Honourable H. Wade MacLauchlan, on the selection process and the reasons for Justice
OBonsawins nomination.

As part of the Government of Canadas commitment to openness, transparency, and accountability, the
House of Commons Standing Committee members will then participate in a question-and-answer session
with the nominee. They will be joined by Standing Senate Committee on Legal and Constitutional Affairs
members and a member of the Green Party of Canada. This session will be moderated by Alain Roussy,
Vice-Dean of the French Common Law Program of the Common Law Section at the Faculty of Law of the
University of Ottawa.

This nomination aims to fill the vacancy created by the upcoming retirement of the Honourable Michael J.
Moldaver. The Prime Minister once again thanked Justice Moldaver for his service and congratulated him
on his distinguished judicial career.

Today, Prime Minister Justin Trudeau met with Ontario Premier Doug Ford to discuss shared priorities.

Following the announcement of new federal investments in housing made by the Prime Minister in Kitchener, Ontario
earlier in the day, the two leaders spoke about the need for further collaboration on housing. They discussed
investments proposed in Budget 2022 to help put Canada on a path to double housing construction and meet
Canadians’housing needs over the next decade. These measures include plans to launch a new Housing Accelerator
Fund to incentivize cities and towns to get more housing built, and investments to increase the supply of affordable
housing through programs such as the Rapid Housing Initiative.

The Prime Minister and the Premier discussed the significant investments made by Canada and Ontario to support the
development of electric vehicles and create jobs in the province. They further discussed the potential of the Ring of Fire
to provide the minerals necessary to make batteries for electric vehicles. They also spoke of the importance of ensuring
projects meet environmental standards and benefit Indigenous communities.

Prime Minister Trudeau and Premier Ford recognized labour shortages in Ontario and committed to continue working
collaboratively on their shared objective of welcoming the number of newcomers necessary to help support the
province and the countrys economic recovery and growth.

They also spoke about pressures on the health care system and the importance of funding and accountability to deliver
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
