October 11, 2022—Brampton, Ontario—Family
reunification plays a significant role in attracting,
retaining and integrating immigrants who
contribute to our success as a country. Canada has
an extremely generous family sponsorship
program, which allows Canadian citizens and
permanent residents the option to bring their
parents and grandparents to Canada as permanent
residents.

Member of Parliament Sonia Sidhu, on behalf of
the Honourable Sean Fraser, Minister of
Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship, alongside
Member of Parliament Shafqat Ali, today
announced that Immigration, Refugees and
Citizenship Canada (IRCC) will continue to reunite
families by accepting up to 15,000 complete
applications for sponsorship under the Parents and
Grandparents Program this year. This week, IRCC
will begin sending invitations to apply to 23,100
interested potential sponsors—enough to make
sure we receive our goal of 15,000 applications.
Invitations will be sent over the course of 2 weeks.

Due to the number of interest to sponsor forms
remaining in the pool of submissions from 2020,
IRCC will send invitations to apply to randomly
selected potential sponsors from that pool instead
of opening a new interest to sponsor form. This is
the same approach taken for the 2021 intake.
Anyone who submitted an interest to sponsor form
in 2020, but who did not receive an invitation to
apply in January 2021 or September 2021, is
encouraged to check the email account they
provided when they submitted their interest.

As with last year, those invited to apply as part of this
process will use our new Permanent Residence Portal or
the Representative Permanent Residence Portal, which
allows applications to be submitted electronically. This is
part of our commitment to modernize Canada’s
immigration system, and speed up and simplify the
application process.

Recognizing that many potential sponsors may have
experienced financial difficulties in recent years because
of the pandemic, IRCC will once again use a lower income
requirement for the sponsorship of parents and
grandparents. For the 2020 and 2021 tax years, the
income requirement for sponsors will be the minimum
hecessary income, instead of the minimum necessary
income plus 30%, and regular Employment Insurance
benefits and temporary COVID-19 benefits (such as the
Canada Emergency Response Benefit) will be allowed to
be included toward the sponsor’s income. These
measures will ensure that sponsors and applicants are
not unfairly penalized for a temporary loss of a sponsor’s
income during the pandemic.

Those who wish to reunite with their parents and
grandparents in Canada, but who are not invited this
year, may consider having their parents or grandparents
apply for a super visa, a multiple-entry visa that is valid
for 10 years. Enhancements to the super visa,
implemented in the summer of 2022, allow super visa
holders to stay in Canada for up to 5 years at a time, with
the option to extend their visit by up to 2 years at a time
without leaving the country. These changes make it easier
for Canadian citizens and permanent residents to reunite
with their parents and grandparents in Canada for longer
periods of time.

TORONTO — As part of its plan to help keep
costs down for Ontario families and businesses,
the government’s 2022 Fall Economic
Statement will propose legislation that would, if
passed, extend the current gas and fuel tax rate
cuts to December 31, 2023.

“At a time when inflation has reached the
highest levels in over four decades, we know
families are feeling the pressure from rising
prices on everything from gas to groceries,” said
Premier Doug Ford. “To continue providing real
relief, our government is proposing to extend
the gas tax cut for another year to put more
money back in peoples’ pockets where it
belongs.”

The proposed extension of the gas and fuel tax
rate cuts for an additional year would save
Ontario households $195 on average between
July 1, 2022, and December 31, 2023. This
extension follows legislation passed this spring
that cut the gas tax by 5.7 cents per litre and the
fuel tax by 5.3 cents per litre for six months,
from July 1, 2022 to December 31, 2022.

TORONTO — As part of its plan to help keep costs
down for Ontario families and businesses, the
government’s 2022 Fall Economic Statement will
propose legislation that would, if passed, extend the

= Plan to boost immigration comes as country faces labour shortage

The federal government is planning a massive increase in the number of immigrants entering Canada, with a goal of bringing in
500,000 people in 2025.

Immigration Minister Sean Fraser revealed the new targets Tuesday, saying the move is necessary to ensure Canada's economic
prosperity.

The announcement signals a significant increase from the 405,000 immigrants that came to Canada last year and the 465,000
expected to arrive next year.

Canadian industries are facing a significant labour shortage. About one million jobs are vacant across the country.

The new plan puts an emphasis on increasing the number of immigrants who will be admitted based on their work skills or
experience over the next three years.

This news comes after new census figures released last month revealed that immigrants and permanent residents now account for
23 per cent of the population — an all-time high.

Statistics Canada said that recent immigrants — those who arrived between 2016 and 2021 — are younger on average than the rest
of the Canadian population and have been critical to filling many jobs in the Canadian labour market.

From 2016 to 2021, immigrants accounted for four-fifths of Canada's labour force growth. A large share of recent immigrants were
selected for their ability to contribute to Canada's economy.

More than half of recent immigrants — 748,120 of the 1.3 million admitted to Canada between 2016 and 2021 — entered Canada
under the economic category.

= The labour shortage

The Business Council of Canada (BCC) welcomed the federal government's announcement, saying that employers across the country
are struggling to fill jobs.

The BCC said in a media statement that it wants to see the number of immigrants admitted under the economic category increase
from just over half to 65 per cent of the total.

"Every job that is not filled represents one less person contributing to Canada's economic growth and one less person paying taxes
to support Canada's social infrastructure,” said BCC president and CEO Goldy Hyder in a media statement.

Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship Canada said it will fall short of the BCC's request as it sets its target for economic immigrants
at 60 per cent of the annual total by 2025.

The BCC says that a recent survey of its members found that 67 per cent of its members had cancelled or delayed major projects
because they could not find workers. The group also said that 30 per cent of members reported that they were forced to relocate
work outside of Canada.

= Family reunification and refugees

Ottawa is planning a more moderate increase in the number of family reunification immigrants, from about 106,000 in 2023 to about
118,000 in 2025.

The federal government also said that it will moderately decrease the number of refugees coming to Canada from more than 76,000
in 2023 to just under 73,000 in 2025.

Despite that decrease, the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) welcomed the federal government's
announcement, saying it applauds "Canada's leadership on refugee resettlement.”

"The United Nations Refugee Agency welcomes Canada's continued commitment to refugee resettlement as part of its overall
immigration growth plan,” Rema Jamous Imseis, the UNHCR representative in Canada, said in a media statement.

"Refugees need life-saving solutions like resettlement, and they also make important contributions to Canada's economy and the

TORONTO — Today, the More Homes Built Faster Act was given Royal Assent, supporting the governments
efforts to tackle the housing supply crisis and get 1.5 million homes built over the next 10 years. More Homes
Built Faster removes unnecessary costs and cuts through red tape and other bottlenecks that stand in the
way of new homes being built.

“More Homes Built Faster helps fulfill our governments promise to help more Ontarians find a home that
meets their needs and budget,” said Steve Clark, Minister of Municipal Affairs and Housing. “I am proud of the
action this plan takes to increase the supply of housing of all types and restore the dream of homeownership
for a generation of Ontarians.”

Key actions in the plan include:

- Freezing and reducing government fees to support the construction of new homes and reduce the costs of
housing, particularly affordable and not-for-profit housing, inclusionary zoning units and purpose-built rentals.
- Creating a new attainable housing program to drive the development of housing across all regions of
Ontario.

- Increased the Non-Resident Speculation Tax rate to 25 per cent - the highest level in Canada - effective
October 25, 2022, to deter non-resident investors from speculating on the provinces housing market.

- Protecting new home buyers by increasing consumer protection measures and consulting on ways to help
more renters become homeowners.

The plan also supports the development of “gentle density,” which will create more rental housing while
minimizing the impact on existing neighbourhoods. These changes will give most urban residential property
owners the right to build up to three units on their land - including a basement apartment or a laneway home
- without lengthy planning approvals or development charges.

“Too many Ontario families are chasing too few homes that meet their needs. The bold changes passed today
are laying the foundation for those currently trying to find a home that is right for them, and for generations
to come,” said Michael Parsa, Associate Minister of Housing.



Toronto home prices flat in
October as listings decline

The average price of a Toronto home was virtually unchanged from the previous month in October as the market
appeared to stabilize amid a steep decline in new listings.

The latest data from the Toronto Region Real Estate Board (TRREB) shows that the average resale price across all
property types was $1,089,428 in October, compared to $1,086,762 in September.

While it should be noted that prices were still down 5.7 per cent compared to this time last year, October did mark
the third consecutive month with little or no change in TRREB5 benchmark index.

New listings also continue to decrease, with the number of properties coming on the market in October down 11.6 per
cent from October 2021 and essentially at a 12-year-low for the month.

The number of transactions in October (4,961) was comparable to the previous month (5,027) but still down more
than 49 per cent from the same month in 2021.

In a news release, TRREB said that the market is clearly continuing to “adjust to substantially higher interest rates.”
But it said that the “persistent lack of inventory” explains in part why the downward trend in home prices
experienced earlier this year appears to have at least “flattened.”

This is despite warnings from RBC that Canada could see a historic housing correction driven by costlier markets in
Toronto and Vancouver.

“With new listings at or near historic lows, a moderate uptick in demand from current levels would result in a
noticeable tightening in the resale housing market in short order,” TRREB President Kevin Crigger warned in the
release.

Home prices have been steadily declining since the Bank of Canada began aggressively hiking interest rates in
March.

The TRREB data suggests that costlier detached homes have been hit the hardest, with an average price decline of 11
per cent over the last year.

The average price of a condominium apartment, meanwhile, remains up year-over-year albeit only marginally (1.8 per
cent).

“Home prices in the GTA have found support in recent months because price declines in the spring and summer
mitigated the impact of higher borrowing costs on average monthly mortgage payments,” TRREB Chief Market
Analyst Jason Mercer pointed out in the news release. “The Bank of Canadas most recent messaging suggests they
are reaching the end of their tightening cycle. Bond yields dipped, as a result, suggesting that fixed mortgage rates

may trend lower moving forward, which would help affordability.” canadiandays.ca 27
